Materials

RHINO - snow

COLLAPSING WALL AROUND RHINO- snow
COLLAPSED WALL UNDER THE RHINO - snow

RANDOMLY SPRED PIECES FROM COLLAPSING - snow

BED - ice

SHORT WALL BY THE BED - snow and inbedding of ice and dark textile

behind the ice (may be complicated but I've done it before...)

LIGHTINGS
RHINO AND COLLAPSE - Soft light on the snow formations. Spotlights

placed to avoid the source of light hitting the eyes.

BED - Soft light under the bed.

WALL WITH PATTERN - Maybe some light within to mystify that

second dimension. Hole in the middle should be dark, no light.
